During my homestay in Japan, I studied in an (jintensive Japanese language program at a

university in Tokyo. I will never forget the stark contrast that T observed between the life of a
high school student and that of a college student. ,,During the early evening, as I was returning
from my classes, the subway was packed with tired high school students in uniforms who looked as

if they were all going somewhere besides home.

¢ My friends told me that many of the students were going to jukus to prepare for college
entrance exams. (3 To my amazement, almost all of my Japanese friends had gone to jukus after
their regular high school classes. They said that they studied the hardest in their lives before
taking their entrance exams. They called it “(gexam hell,” and gave me (5yvivid (g)accounts of the g

pressure they were under to get into a good university.

After my friends passed their entrance exams, most of them seemed to be really enjoying
themselves in college. They all had part-time jobs, (hung out with friends, and seemed to be
under (gminimal pressure unless they were studying for exams for their classes. On the other

hand, in many western countries, it is “sink or swim” during college, so students must study hard in
order to graduate.

HIROSHI'S ANSWER

1 am a typical Japanese student who has suffered through “exam hell” and attended a Japanese
university. Let me try to explain from my personal experience why Japanese study hardest before,
not during, college. The Japanese educational system (gjoperates something like what can best be
described as a series of steps of a (jgladder. Getting into and graduating from a good university
increases your chances of landing a (;jydesirable job with a good salary, gaining (;ypromotion,
finding a good marriage partner, and on and on.

Each step of the ladder takes you higher and higher to success. But first you have to get on
that ladder, and that begins by successfully passing an entrance exam. The Japanese university
system is (;3jegalitarian, and everyone has the same chance as everyone eise. The hardest working

and most talented students compete (;4)equally for a limited number of vacancies at good schools.
This is where jukus come in. They are the “push up” onto the ladder of success.

(byOf_course we must study like crazy during high school. and the stress is heavy, but the
rewards are worth striving for. I'll never forget how proud my family was when I passed my

college entrance exams. Universities are very kind to their students and do everything in their
power to (5make sure that each student graduates. College life is a time to study, certainly, but it
is also a time to make friends, work, and prepare for one’s future.

generalizing about some things. gHowever, it can generally be said that the more thoughtful
eople are, the more they try to qualify their generalizations.

Instead of saying “Ail Japanese like raw fish,” we could say “Although many Japanese
people enjoy eating raw fish, not all Japanese people like raw fish and some of them even
prefer meat, vegetables, or other foods to raw fish." To some people this might seem
unnecessarily glong-winded. But, if you feel the need to generalize about nationalities and

Almost all of us
can recall a classmate or two who hated to study but who loved coming to school. In
university, too, there are those who rarely show their face in the classroom but who read
widely enough to be called bookworms. Recently, university students have high
class-attendance rates and it is hoped that this is because the number of those who like to
study has increased.

The World Youth Survey includes questions regarding the significance of attending
school and regarding what respondents felt they gained from school education. Answers
were selected from a multiple-choice form and respondents were allowed to select multiple
answers.

Compared with the youth of other countries, Japanese respondents were clearly distinct
in selecting “improved my friendship with others.” Two out of three gave this response
(85.7%). This was four times higher than the rate for young people in France (16.3%).
Even in comparison with Korea, the U.S.A. and the U.K., the Japanese figure was 50% larger.
Furthermore, the largest number of students saying they learmed “how to enjoy free time”
came from Japan (32.5%), while the smallest response in this category came from France
(11.2%). [ i hat French youth see school as merely a place to learn?

Among American youth, by far the largest response given was “gaining general and
basic knowledge.” This answer was chosen by close to 80% of all respondents (79.1%).
This response was chosen less often in Japan (55.9%) and Korea (44.9%).

The response most frequently selected by youth in South Korea was “gaining a better
educational backaround and gualifications.” Close to 60% of South Korean youth selected
this response (58.8%), while in the other four nations surveyed, 45-55% was the average
response, It is often said that South Korea is a society that stresses academic background,
but the response rates to this question suggest that the difference with other nations is not
that great.

Among the choices given in the survey is “learned from the advice and good example of
teachers.” One out of two Americans gave this response (46.0%). Could it be that in
America there are certain instructors who are fevered by their students? Or is it rather that
young Americans are easily jnfluenced by their instructors? Ewven in Japan, instructors do
their very best to teach well, but the response rate for this item by Japanese youth is limited to
less than 30%.

Those who replied that they found “no particular significance” in going to school
amounted to a very small number in all five countries. The highest figure in this category

S people use | is to show off, even if they don’t know what the words
really mean. Yet, sophistication is not the only reason loanwords are used. Often loanwords
fill a gap in the lexicon, when a language does not yet have a word for some new thing. This
often happens with technology. A new gdevice is created in country A. Country B buys the
product, but has no word for it, so it borrows the existing word from country A,  Walkman is a
good example. The words walk and man come from English, but before the portable personal
stereo appeared in America, this made-up word would not have made gsense. When the
Walkman became popular in America, we needed a word to describe the product and the easiest
form was to simply borrow the name back from Japanese.

Even when a word does already exist, sometimes loanwords serve a useful purpose in that
they may be easier to say than the existing native word or phrase. Take French, for example.
Over the past twenty years, it has become (although it has d many French

Family life in the United States has changed. Forty or fifty years ago, the wife was called a
“housewife.” She cleaned, cooked, and cared ( (D ) the children. The husband earned the money
for the family. He was usually out working all day. He came home tired in the evening, so he didn’t
do much housework. And he didn’t see the children very much, except on weekends.

These days, ( @ ), many women work outside the home. They can’t stay with the children
all day. They, too, come home tired in the evening. (ayThey don’t want to spend the evening cooking

dinner and cleaning up. They don’t have time to clean the house and do the laundry. So who is
going to do the housework now? Who is going to take care of the children?

Many families solve the problem of housework by (x)(share) it. In these families, the husband
and wife agree to do different jobs around the house, or they take turns doing each job.

More often, parents have to pay ( & ) child-care help. The help may be a babysitter or a
day-care center.

Parents may get another kind of help from the companies they work for. Some companies now

let employees (vy(work) part-time. Some companies have child care at work. This way, children are
near the parents and can spend more time with them during the day.

These changes in the home are not always easy for the family. (0)Some parents have very little

time to spend with their children. This doesn’t make the children happy. In a lot of homes, the wife
still does most of the housework, and she goes out to a job all day, too.

Sometimes husbands and wives can’t agree about how to organize their lives, and, in extreme cases,
they decide to (  E ).

Foreign tourists are often confused in Japan because most streets there don’t have
names; in Japan, people use landmarks in their directions instead of street names. For
example, the Japanese will say to travelers, “Go straight down to the corner. Turn left at
the big hotel and go past the fruit market. The post office is across from the bus stop.”

In the countryside of the American Midwest, there are not usually many landmarks.
There are no mountains, so the land is very ( @ ); in many places there are no towns or
buildings for miles. Instead of landmarks, people will tell you directions and distances. In
Kansas or Iowa, for instance, people will say, “Go north for two miles. Go east, and then
go another mile.”

People in Los Angeles, California, have no idea of distance on the map. They
measure distance in Los Angeles in ( @ ), not miles, “How far away is the post office?”
you ask. “Oh,” they answer, “it’s about five minutes from here.” You say, “Yes, but
( @ ) many miles away is it?” They don’t know.

People in Greece sometimes do not even try to give directions because tourists
( ® ) understand the Greek language. Instead, a Greek will often say, “Follow me.”
Then he’ll lead you through the streets of a city to the post office.

Sometimes a person doesn’t know the answer to your question. What happens in
@this situation? A New Yorker might say, “Sorry, I have no idea.” ( ® ) in Yucatan,
Mexico, not many people answer, “I don’t know.” People in Yucatan may believe that “I
don’t know” is rude. They usually try to give an answer, sometimes a wrong one. A
tourist can get very, very lost in Yucatan!

«©One thing will help you everywhere—in Japan, the United States, Greece,
Mexico, or any other place. You may not understand a person’s words, but you can
probably understand the person’s body language. He or she will usually turn and then
point. Go in the direction the person points and you may find the post office!

You’ve probably never known real hunger. When you feel hungry, you pull something out of
your refrigerator or cupboard and eat it. If the refrigerator is empty, you go to the nearest
convenience store or restaurant. Maybe you won’t get paid for your part-time job until next week, so
you have to be careful with your money and can’teat asmuch ( @© ) you’d like. But true hunger?
It is the kind of hunger that makes you suffer day after day and prevents you ( @ ) thinking
properly. You’ve probably never experienced that.

For millions of people on our planet, hunger is part of everyday life. ( @ ) fact, experts
think that over 800 million people suffer from hunger and that 25,000 people or more die from it
every day. How can this be? You might guess that the problem is too many people on our planet, but
those same experts say that there is enough food in the world for everybody. The problem is that
there’s more than enough in some areas and not enough in others. Japan is definitely one of the areas
with more than enough.

What’s worse, of the 25,000 deaths per day caused by hunger, roughly 80% are children.
Hunger makes adults thin and weak, but usually they can still survive. Too often, children can’t
survive, or they’re left with physical and mental problems that will never heal.

Try to imagine a starving person. There’s a good chance that the picture in your mind is of an
African whose crops have failed as a result of no rain. You’re partly right. This kind of hunger is
called a famine. It happens most often in Africa and southern Asia,anditcan{ @ )causedbya
variety of natural disasters: too little rain, too much rain, or even insects which eat the crops.
Because ( ® ) international relief efforts, nowadays famines don’t kill many people, though they
are still reported in the world’s newspapers.

The more serious danger is not a sudden food emergency in a particular area ( ® )
simply a general shortage of food in a wide region. Hunger can often be the result of government
policies. A well-known example happened in the early 1980s, when the government of Ethiopia cut
off food supplies to the northern part of the country as part of its fight against rebels there. And
amazingly, one of the worst famines in recorded history is believed to have killed 30-40 million
Chinese between 1959 and 1961 simply because the government ordered farmers to put their rice
plants closer together, with the result that the rice crop failed. Famines such { @ ) these are
harder to relieve than those caused by nature. The governments don’t want to admit to their bad
policies, and they try to keep outsiders away from the areas.

These are extreme examples from last century’s history, but even today many governments
make hunger worse, not better, through bad policies. A good example is military spending. The more
money a government spends on its army and weapons, ( ) less it has available for improving
the lives of ordinary citizens.

“On September 24, Japanese Prime Minister, Shinzo Abe had a meeting with Mr. Ban Ki-moon,
Secretary-General of the United Nations.”

When you read this, you might notice the difference in the order of family and given names
between the Korean secretary and the Japanese leader on the other: { (@ ) the name of the
Korean is in the “family-given” order as “Ban Ki-moon” (when Ban is the family name and

Ki-moon is the given name), the name of the Japanese is in the “given-family” order as “Shinzo

Abe.” (A)In other words, the Japanese name is written in the “reverse” order to the Korean.

‘When Japanese names started to be written in roman letters in the late Edo period, the order of
family and given names was not in this order. At this time, Japanese names were written in the
“family-given” order. However, as Japan became more and more westernized, Japanese people
came to reverse the order of family and given names when they spoke, and when they wrote in
Western languages. They kept the traditional “family-given” order (@ ) they spoke or
wrote in Japanese.

(B)ﬂlis practice can cause some confusion and some argue that Japanese should ( @ ) the
“family-given” order when they write their names in roman letters. Firstly, names of historical

figures are usually (@ ) with the “family-given” order as “Oda Nobunaga.” This is because
there are many historical figures whose names are always written and spoken in the “family-given”
order, like “Ono no Imoko” or “Sakamoto Ryoma.” So, always using the “family-given” order
would clearly be less confusing. Secondly, human beings should be aware that (there are many
different cultures and they should respect them. The “family-given” order is part of Japanese
culture and that should be respected. Many English textbooks used in Japanese schools have now
adopted the “family-given” order for Japanese names.
