Japanese always say they have four seasons, but I think w a_fifth one
different from the others and not connected to nature, should be added. In fact, the

fifth season is totally unnatural: it's the entrance exam season. For those taking

exams, or who have friends or family taking exams, the season is filled with the
pressure of () preparation and the painful wait for results.
@ Anyone connected with a school knows that the end of Japuary through

February is dominated not by learning but by preparing for the exams. Students
stay up late, @ cram in the last few bits of information and () psyche themselves up.

It changes the feeling of the entire country before the warmer days of spring start to
arrive.

Extreme caution is taken to keep the exams safe from (o cheating, and this
makes the test-taking place a very serious and pressure-filled place. One of the
test-takers' main (s concerns is whether they can ) stand the pressure.  They
know the saying: four hours pass, five hours fail. They believe an extra hour a day of
study, not sleep, will be the key to entering their top choice of school.

Is all that healthy? Certainly not. Mothers making special () nutritious food
and students wearing masks to avoid getting sick may be healthy, but too much

study pressure is not. For mothers, keeping their test-taking child fed and focused is

almost as important a duty as giving birth. Families spend millions of yen on cram

schools, but also offer prayers at shrines for whatever supernatural help they can

get.

Sometimes, when I ask one of my students about their family, they will

answer, in 9 hushed, © reverent tones, that their younger brother or sister is going

to take the exam that year. That means the family is o devoted to the exam,
avoiding loud noises, maintaining a smooth oy atmosphere, and hoping all will go
well. The pressure is not just on the kids. It's on everyone.

Will this system change? Not in the near future. The entire country is used
to being put to the test, but o I wonder if there might not be a better way to do

things than create a season of exams. Observe the eyes and bodies of students on

the train or in the streets and you can see the weight of exams pressing down on
them. It's the season of pressure, the toughest season of the year, and the only

season created by humans.

Although the kindergarten does not provide any special (ycurricular activities in English, the
children (4yspontaneously talk about “English” as a subject during their free playtime. From these

examples, it is obvious that English is not a totally strange thing in their everyday lives. (syhsa
matter of fact, young children (frequently hear English words spoken by characters in TV cartoons

and by teachers in English classrooms outside their kindergartens or day nurseries.

In 2005, Benesse,1 a private corporation providing educational services and 7extracurricular
activities for children, mconducted a (gsurvey of extracurricular activities among children
(1genrolled in kindergartens/day nurseries.” (nyLhe results showed that English or other language
lessons occupied secound place (17.8%). after swimming (first place; 22.5%) but ahead of music
(playing musical instruments) and gymnastics. The survey does not ())indicate or (;5)analyze the

reasons for the popularity of English lessons. However, private English classrooms for young

children are becoming increasingly popuiar throughout Japan.

When [ did an internet search using the phrase, “Yoji no eigo kyoshitsu (English classes for
young children),” one search engine displayed 55,681 hits; another displayed 3,740.3 These
numbers tell us that English classes for kindergarten-age children are easily (;3javailable. What

are the contents of the programs? Simply by looking at a computer screen, I cannot tell exactly.
Most program (;qbrochures stress that (jchildren can learn English by playing games, singing
songs, and acting out role plays with native English speakers. In addition, most brochures
emphasize that young children will speak English like native speakers if they start learning in their

early years. Unfortunately, they do not explain how the program activities (;5yinspire children to
qeinplor the world o apply ousidethe classroom what they have leamed nside,

One day, a native English-speaking scholar visited the Yokohama kindergarten mentioned
above. The classroom teacher encouraged the children, including Kumi, Yutaka, and Ryo (all of
whom claimed to be taking English lessons), to talk with her. The children greeted her and
introduced themselves in English, using expressions such as “Hello,” “My name is Kumi,” and
“What’s your name?” However, they froze when the scholar started speaking back to them in
English. They became very nervous, and merely murmured, “I don’t understand.” On the other
hand, some children who were not taking English lessons outside kindergarten tried to communicate
with her in Japanese. Their concern was to share time and space with her, not English words.
They listened carefully to what the scholar said and repeated bits of what she said in English. I
have seen similar scenes elsewhere.

During my homestay in Japan, I studied in an (jintensive Japanese language program at a

university in Tokyo. I will never forget the stark contrast that T observed between the life of a
high school student and that of a college student. ,,During the early evening, as I was returning
from my classes, the subway was packed with tired high school students in uniforms who looked as

if they were all going somewhere besides home.

¢ My friends told me that many of the students were going to jukus to prepare for college
entrance exams. (3 To my amazement, almost all of my Japanese friends had gone to jukus after
their regular high school classes. They said that they studied the hardest in their lives before
taking their entrance exams. They called it “(gexam hell,” and gave me (5yvivid (g)accounts of the g

pressure they were under to get into a good university.

After my friends passed their entrance exams, most of them seemed to be really enjoying
themselves in college. They all had part-time jobs, (hung out with friends, and seemed to be
under (gminimal pressure unless they were studying for exams for their classes. On the other

hand, in many western countries, it is “sink or swim” during college, so students must study hard in
order to graduate.

HIROSHI'S ANSWER

1 am a typical Japanese student who has suffered through “exam hell” and attended a Japanese
university. Let me try to explain from my personal experience why Japanese study hardest before,
not during, college. The Japanese educational system (gjoperates something like what can best be
described as a series of steps of a (jgladder. Getting into and graduating from a good university
increases your chances of landing a (;jydesirable job with a good salary, gaining (;ypromotion,
finding a good marriage partner, and on and on.

Each step of the ladder takes you higher and higher to success. But first you have to get on
that ladder, and that begins by successfully passing an entrance exam. The Japanese university
system is (;3jegalitarian, and everyone has the same chance as everyone eise. The hardest working

and most talented students compete (;4)equally for a limited number of vacancies at good schools.
This is where jukus come in. They are the “push up” onto the ladder of success.

(byOf_course we must study like crazy during high school. and the stress is heavy, but the
rewards are worth striving for. I'll never forget how proud my family was when I passed my

college entrance exams. Universities are very kind to their students and do everything in their
power to (5make sure that each student graduates. College life is a time to study, certainly, but it
is also a time to make friends, work, and prepare for one’s future.

mHuman beings tend to make generalizations. It may even be impossible for us to gavoid

generalizing about some things. gHowever, it can generally be said that the more thoughtful
eople are, the more they try to qualify their generalizations.

Instead of saying “Ail Japanese like raw fish,” we could say “Although many Japanese
people enjoy eating raw fish, not all Japanese people like raw fish and some of them even
prefer meat, vegetables, or other foods to raw fish." To some people this might seem
unnecessarily glong-winded. But, if you feel the need to generalize about nationalities and

Outside the classroom, there have never been more opportunities to practice English. And
most of them are free. There are news programs on Japanese TV that are in English as well as
dramas and comedy imports from overseas. Access to the Internet has opened up the world to
listeners. There are hundreds of free radio stations in English that play music and can be heard
anywhere, as well as news outlets such as National Public Radio, BBC Radio and Voice of
America.

For the greatest success, learners need to listen to a wide variety of English material. This
may include pieces with different dialects and variations from standard English, as well as programs
with music, news, sports, and television programs and movies in English. In this way, one is

necessarily true that a person who likes to study also likes going to school. Almost all of us
can recall a classmate or two who hated to study but who loved coming to school. In
university, too, there are those who rarely show their face in the classroom but who read
widely enough to be called bookworms. mRecently, university students have high
class-attendance rates and it is hoped that this is because the number of those who like to
study has increased.

The World Youth Survey includes questions regarding the significance of attending
school and regarding what respondents felt they gained from school education. Answers
were selected from a multiple-choice form and respondents were allowed to select multiple
answers.

Compared with the youth of other countries, Japanese respondents were clearly distinct
in selecting “improved my friendship with others.” Two out of three gave this response
(85.7%). This was four times higher than the rate for young pecple in France (16.3%).
Even in comparison with Korea, the U.S.A. and the U.K., the Japanese figure was 50% larger.
Furthermore, the largest number of students saying they learmed "how to enjoy free time”
came from Japan (32.5%), while the smallest response in this category came from France
(11.2%). (Could it be that French youth see school as merely a place to learn?

Among American youth, by far the largest response given was “gaining general and
basic knowledge.” This answer was chosen by close to 80% of all respondents (79.1%).
This response was chosen less often in Japan (55.9%) and Korea (44.9%).

The response most frequently selected by youth in South Korea was “gaining a better
educational backaround and gualifications.” Close to 60% of South Korean youth selected
this response (58.8%), while in the other four nations surveyed, 45-55% was the average
response, It is often said that South Korea is a society that stresses academic background,
but the response rates to this question suggest that the difference with other nations is not
that great. _

Among the choices given in the survey is “learned from the advice and good example of
teachers.” One out of two Americans gave this response (46.0%). Could it be that in
America there are certain instructors who are favered by their students? Or is it rather that
young Americans are easily jnfluenced by their instructors? Ewven in Japan, instructors do
their very best to teach well, but the response rate for this item by Japanese youth is limited to
less than 30%.

Those who replied that they found “no particular significance” in going to school
amounted to a very small number in all five countries. The highest figure in this category

People of different ages want different comfort foods. There are differences
between the choices of men and women, too. The survey showed that American women
usually choose sweet comfort foods. Women in the survey mentioned ice cream most
often ((F)__ % of them like it), then chocolate (G)__%), and cookies (66%). Even more
of the men in the survey mentioned ice cream ((H) _ %). However, men choose sweet
foods less often than women. American men often want hot and salty comfort foods
such as soup (73%) and pizza or pasta (72%).

When do Americans most want comfort food? Many people think it is only for
times of stress, or when someone feels bored or lonely. However, the researchers say
that the opposite is true. Yes, people eat to feel better. But more often, they eat comfort
foods when they already feel happy.
